few weeks ago Fr Curtis gave a sermon in Sacramento about how 
people should not be uprooting their families and leaving 
California - at least not for the wrong reasons.  

It got me thinking that I should say something too, not a sermon and 
not because I don’t want to see everybody leave but because Christ 
told us to shine our lights, not to hide them under a bushel.  
It’s typical of cults to go to sanctuary locations and lock themselves 
away from society. But Christ called us to be the leaven that makes 
the bread rise. Yes we are the minority in a corrupt quantity of flour. 
But without us, what will happen to the loaf?  
He told us that the world would hate us. To be in the world but not 
of the world. He told us that the cockle should grow with the wheat 
until harvest. He never promised us a sanctuary location in this 
world. 
The concern, of course, is to raise the children in a perfect location. 
Yes, our priorities should be the raising of holy children. But let’s 
face the truth: there is no holy location in this world of sinners. It’s 
better to raise saints immune to corruption, than to ignore the sins of 
a “holy” location where the guards are taken down. Impurities and 
drugs are everywhere. Predators are everywhere. Sin and rebellion is 
everywhere. I know too many atheists or apostates who were raised 
Traditional Catholic in one of these locations - a few of whom were 
my friends. It’s actually easier to tell your children to beware of all 
these evils when they are blatantly obvious.  
So maybe you want the bigger house and the cheaper gas - that’s fine. 
You’re entitled to not live in poverty. Maybe you’re forced to move for 
work. But on the last day, don’t let Christ have to ask you: “Why did 
you not shine your light?” Or worse: “Why did your children leave the 
Faith after you raised them in a “holy” location?”  

One last thought: you wouldn’t have this parish today if we 
didn’t leave our sanctuary of the seminary to come to this town 
and bring Tradition. It’s nice in the seminary. But sanctifying Los 
Angeles is important too.
