he Mass unites our entire Faith in one 
act of offering Sacrifice to God. 
Everything is here - both Old and New 
Testaments, the Saints, the souls in 

purgatory, the living, everything we believe.. the 
entirety of our Faith comes together to unite to 
the Sacrifice of our Savior and give glory to 
God.  
At the Introit, we see a reflection of this. Each 
day the priests and religious of the Catholic 
Church pray Psalms at certain hours as the 
official prayer of the Church. This is called the 
Divine Office. To cut the whole history lesson 
short, the Introit is a super-condensed remnant 
of Psalms that were prayed as a beginning to the 
Mass. In a way, it unites the Divine Office to the 
Sacrifice we are attending. Later we will see the 
something similar with the Collect, the official 
prayer of the Church for any given day of the 
year.  
After a line from the Psalm, the Gloria Patri 
invokes the glory of God. On penitential days it 
is omitted or replaced with a prayer for the 
souls in purgatory: Requiem aeternam dona eis 
Domine.. 
As the priests and religious who pray the Psalms 
each day, we should fill our lives with praises 
for God. Not just on Sunday, not just at Mass, but 
we should always be praising God and praying to 
Him.

You write your name on the bottom of the 
figurine with permanent marker and you leave it at the 
outside Nativity Set. At the end of the Christmas Season on 
February 2nd, these figurines will get a special blessing and 
then you take it home and you can use it in your family 
Nativity Set at your home next year. That piece will be special 
since it spent last christmas at the church!  
You may bring your figurine and place it at the Nativity Set 
anytime. Please leave it there until February 2nd though, 
when they will all be blessed.  
Disclaimer: You have to be willing to take the risk that the 
figurine may be damaged, or possibly stolen. Please keep that in 
mind when you are planning on participating! 

More Announcements
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or the next few weeks the priests will be blessing your 
homes with the Epiphany Blessing. They won’t be 
available for meetings etc. at the office during that 

time.   

If you have signed up for the Epiphany Blessing, you will 
receive communication when Father will be able to come. 
Don’t panic if you haven’t heard yet, if we cannot bless your 
home we will tell you - if you don’t hear anything we simply 
haven’t scheduled you in yet.

There is a final 
prayer of conclusion.  

Father won’t be able to stay very long - he has other 
houses to bless as well. He isn’t being bad mannered if he 
has to leave after only a short time. Maybe at another time 
in the year you can invite him to have dinner and spend time 
with your family!

l nombre de Jesús es prenda de salvación para los que  lo invocan. 

El Santísimo Nombre de Jesús, invocado por los fieles desde los comienzos de la 
Iglesia, comenzó a ser venerado en las celebraciones litúrgicas en el siglo XIV. 
San Bernardino de Siena y sus discípulos propagaron el culto al Nombre de 
Jesús: "Yahweh es salvación" con el monograma del Santo Nombre IHS 
(abreviación del nombre de Jesús en Griego, ιησουσ) y añadiendo el nombre de 
Jesús al Ave María. Como fiesta litúrgica fue introducida en el siglo XVI. En 
1530 el Papa Clemente VII concedió por vez primera a la Orden Franciscana la 
celebración del Oficio del Santísimo Nombre de Jesús. 

El nombre de Jesús es poderoso. Nombre tan santo como el de Jesús, forzoso es 
que sea sumamente poderoso. Santidad supone poder. Santos son los 
sacramentos, y obran maravillas de gracia en las almas que lo reciben. Por 
medio de la santidad de María y de las virtudes heroicas de los santos ¡cuántas 
obras milagrosas ha producido el Señor! El nombre de Jesús es eminentemente 
santo y por lo tanto infinitamente poderoso.
