oly Communion at the Extraordinary Form of the Mass is 
given on the tongue with no liturgical provisions for it to 
be given any other way. The priest will sanitize his fingers in 

alcohol before distributing Communion to each person. If you 
are sick, please do not come to Communion (or to Mass, out of 
charity.) If you would like to protect yourself from infection, 
please do not come to Communion. Only come to Communion if 
you wish to receive. If you are not coming to Communion, please 
remain in your seat to minimize traffic and make a Spiritual 
Communion. Considering that the priest rarely touches any 
tongue and that he is sanitizing his fingers before each person, 
the odds of you getting Covid-19 are very low. However, if you 
come to Communion, you understand that you are receiving Holy 
Communion at your own risk.

n my creepy Google newsfeed (the one that listens to your 
conversations and then sends you “targeted” news) a story 
popped up from a secular newspaper. It was all about how 

Traditional Catholics are simply snobs and preserve their 
elite liturgy while disdaining normal people.  

There’s a lot of truth to that. I’ve heard people in some parishes 
complaining about newcomers because they don’t want to be 
bothered by them. I’ve also heard newcomers (not here, in other 
parishes) that never returned because they got stares - intense 
stares - (because of what they were wearing but they didn’t know 
why).  

It seems that if we were to take the Epistle today, many 
Traditional Catholics focus on the second half at the sacrifice 
of the first half. They focus on the One God, One Faith… but at 
the expense of not practicing humility and meekness, patience, 
bearing with one another in love…  

However, (and you should be praised for this) St Vitus Parish is 
known as a welcoming parish, where we aren’t snobs who disdain 
those who walk in the door. But it won’t always be that way if we 
don’t actively work on keeping it that way. So keep it that way! 

In the end, we should practice the epistle in its entirety. Bear 
with one another in love, by humility, thus with much patience 
and charity teach them the true faith in One God and one 
baptism.

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he Catechism of the Catholic Church states that: "The whole life of 
the church benefits from the mysterious and powerful help of the 
angels.... From its beginning until death, human life is surrounded 
by their watchful care and intercession."[3] "Christ is the center of 

the angelic world. They are His angels....They belong to Him because they 
were created through and for Him.”[4] 

Catholic tradition calls Michael, Gabriel and Raphael archangels. The 
word archangel comes from the Greek words arche (prince) 
and angelos (messenger). Michael means "Who is like God?" (a rhetorical 
question), Gabriel means "Power of God" or "Strong One of God" and 
Raphael means "God has healed".[5] Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael are 
named in the Bible as angels. (Roman Catholics accept as canonical 
the Book of Tobit, in which Raphael is named.) Only Michael is called an 
archangel in the Bible.  

Christian art often portrays archangels together. Archangels Michael 
and Gabriel are jointly depicted on Our Lady of Perpetual Help, 
a Byzantine icon of the Blessed Virgin Mary that has been the subject of 
widespread Catholic devotions for centuries. 

In scripture Michael is mentioned by name five times in the Bible. 

Daniel 10:13, Gabriel says, "...but the prince of the kingdom of Persia stood in 
my way for twenty-one days, until finally Michael, one of the chief 
princes, came to help me." 

Daniel 10:21, "No one supports me against all these except Michael, your 
prince, standing as a reinforcement and a bulwark for me." 

Daniel 12:1, "At that time there shall arise Michael, the great prince, 
guardian of your people; It shall be a time unsurpassed in distress since 
nations began until that time." 

Jude 1:9, "Yet the archangel Michael, when he argued with the devil in a 
dispute over the body of Moses, did not venture to pronounce a reviling 
judgment upon him but said, 'May the Lord rebuke you!'" 

Revelation 12:7–9, "Then war broke out in heaven; Michael and his angels 
battled against the dragon. The dragon and its angels fought back, but 
they did not prevail and there was no longer any place for them in 
heaven. The huge dragon, the ancient serpent, who is called the Devil 
and Satan, who deceived the whole world, was thrown down to earth, 
and its angels were thrown down with it."
