Second Sunday after Epiphany

fter imploring God’s mercy with the 
Kyrie, on feast days the celebrant will 
continue with the Gloria in Excelsis Deo. 
The prayer echos the words of the 

angels on that first Christmas night and sing 
the praises of God.  
To focus on just the first few words, it defines 
what the catechism tells us is our very reason 
for existence. The catechism says we are to know, 
love and serve God in this life, to be happy with 
Him in the next. The Gloria begins saying 
precisely that, but correctly.  
The catechism explains it to us from our 
perspective: what does it have to do with us, with 
me. It explains our side of things. However at 
Mass and perfected by using the angels words, we 
say just that in the correct perspective, placing 
God as the center. All things were created to 
give God glory, and God is glorified whether 
things are created or not. We give him glory 
insofar as we do His Will, and by doing His Will 
he blesses us with peace: a peace we find when 
resting in His glory. In the end it’s the same 
thing as the catechism tells us, expressed in a 
perfect manner.  
Being well expressed, it puts things in perspective 
for us. The sorrows and toils in this life are not 
primarily what we need to endure in order to 
“serve”. These toils that we suffer now are only 
temporary. What matters in the end is the glory 
of God that we will enjoy, God willing, forever.

Regarding Modesty 

ollowing up from the Meditation on the Mass last Friday, it’s no 
small surprise that in parishes dedicated to the Extraordinary 

Form, many people pay particular interest to modesty.  
Unfortunately some people take it a little too far, and by too far they 
either turn it into a fetish, or go against Christian charity for the 
sake of modesty.  
Someone shared with me this 
screenshot of a google review we have 
received at St. Vitus. It is quite sad 
because whoever it was made this poor 
young lady cry. And she will never 
come back. And she will tell.. well 
basically she did tell the whole 
internet never to come to St. Vitus. 
Well done, whomever the modesty 
police was: for the sake of modesty you 
lost a soul. And maybe many others. 
Modesty is a delicate topic because 
many women take their clothing 
seriously, and receive negative 
comments about their attire as great 
offense. Some ladies wear what they 
wear for health reasons (for example no head covering or pants). If a 
soul has received the grace to come to Mass at St. Vitus and they are 
greeted this first time with a personal offense, then that grace of 
God was wasted. Destroyed. The seed sowed by the sower was trodden 
on and killed.  
Exhortations to modesty should follow the general rules of 
fraternal correction. First of all you should have some kind of 
relationship to, or authority over the person. Then the correction 
needs to be proportionate to how much is needed for the person to 
heed the advice.
