Holy Communion at the Extraordinary Form of the Mass is given on the tongue 
with no liturgical provisions for it to be given any other way. The priest will 
sanitize his fingers in alcohol before distributing Communion to each person. If 
you are sick, please do not come to Communion (or to Mass, out of charity.) If 
you would like to protect yourself from infection, please do not come to 
Communion. Only come to Communion if you wish to receive. If you are not 
coming to Communion, please remain in your seat to minimize traffic and make a 
Spiritual Communion. Considering that the priest rarely touches any tongue 
and that he is sanitizing his fingers before each person, the odds of you getting 
Covid-19 are very low. However, if you come to Communion, you understand that 
you are receiving Holy Communion at your own risk.
