St Vitus is the patron of actors, and surprisingly enough there 
was no church dedicated to him in the Archdiocese until now. 
Ultimately, the initial desire of a church for the patron of the 
local industry remained true. Archbishop Gomez decided that the 
new FSSP parish of Los Angeles be placed under the patronage of 
St. Vitus.  

St Vitus was a young boy (died at age 15) of a wealthy Roman 
family. His tutor St Modestus and his nurse St Crescentia taught 
him about the Faith and he converted to Christianity. His father 
was very upset about this and tried several things to dissuade 
him, including sending him to the Emperor for torture, and 
locking him inside a fancy apartment with prostitutes. Closing his 
eyes, he knelt in prayer. His angel appeared in a brilliant light, 
standing at his side. Terrified, the women fled. He escaped for a 
short time with Saints Modestus and Crescentia. He became 
known for miracles, including freeing Emperor Diocletian’s child 
from an evil spirit. Finally they attempted to kill him, first by 
lions—but the lions would not touch him—then by boiling lead 
and pitch, but again it was like a mild bath. Finally he was racked.  

St. Vitus is a fitting patron of our parish. Not only is he patron of 
actors, but he is also a beacon of purity, which is so necessary in 
our day and age - including within the entertainment industry. 
Additionally, his father attempted to have him abused; and thus 
he is an example and hope for the many victims of child abuse in 
our day.  

Saint Vitus’s Feast Day is Monday, June 15th.
